TASK: Associate a Map to a Scenario (TL03-13.doc)�


OBJECTIVES:


To associate an electronic map to a scenario record.  The associated map is used to develop the PowerPoint overlay(s) to be used in theTraining Support Package.  The PowerPoint map file contains scale information which enables the overlay and map to print to scale on any printer.

PROCEDURE:





1) Activate the scenario record to which a Map is to be associated.





2) Select the “Associate Map...” option from the “Scenario” menu,

Click the right mouse button, and select the “Associate Map...” option from the popup.

3) The following Get File/Directory dialog will appear:

The map files listed in the “Maps” subdirectory correspond to those maps prevously associated to scenario records in the open scenario library.





4) Locate the desired PowerPoint map file, highlight it, and click on the “Select” button.








TIP: To Change the Default Disk.


Select the desired disk/drive from the second popup from the top of the screen.








TIP: Shortcut To Associate a Previously Used Map File.


Doulbe click on the “Map File” field on the scenario record for which a previously used map file is to be associated.  A popup of all map files associated to the open scenario library will be displayed, from which the disired map file may be selected,.








TIP:  To Review a Map File.


Click on the “Applications” check box, and then, double click on any PowerPoint map file to review the file in PowerPoint.
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
