TREDS Overlay Tools for PowerPoint 97 (7.0)





These tools assist the training developer in creating overlays in PowerPoint.  Much of the symbology from "FM 101-5-1 Operational Terms and Graphics" as been supported.  As shown in the following figure, all tools are accessed via ToolBars in PowerPoint.  Unit Echelons, and Roles are applied to shapes, such as rectangles, by selecting the particular shape and clicking on the desired buttons.  The "Overlay Tools" Toolbar converts shapes to operational graphics.  The "TREDS Tools" Toolbar, consists of the standard PowerPoint drawing tools which are used with the other tools to create the required symbology.

Installation Instructions:





1) From Update Diskette. 





Run the "Update.bat" file to copy the various components of this utility into the "TREDS\OVERLAY" directory.  The format for running this batch file is:





[Drive][Path]Update.bat [TREDS Drive]





For example, to install the utilities to a copy of TREDS which was installed to the C: drive from drive A:  run the Update.bat as follows:





A:\Update.bat C:





2) From FTP DownLoad.





a) Download the file “OvlTools.exe”.





b) Copy the file “OvlTools.exe” to  the “Overlay” subdirectory of TREDS. 





b) Run the file “OvlTools.exe” in the “Overlay” subdirectory.





Activation Instructions





Once the components of the overlay tools have been installed, a Visual Basic macro must be executed from PowerPoint to activate the tools.  To do this, open the file "Overlay.ppt" in the "Overlay" subdirectory of TREDS and follow the instructions on Slide 1 for executing the "Install_Overlay_Tools" macro.  Once the installation has been completed, a new AddIn named "Overlay" will be linked with PowerPoint, and the four toolbars shown above will have been created. 





NOTE: To uninstall these tools, simply run the macro “UnInstall” from the “Overlay.ppt” file in the “Overlay” subdirectory of TREDS.
