Important:

This courseware is designed for the TWGSS/PGS computers. To run the courseware on a different machine requires Video for Windows (VFW). To load VFW, access the CD-ROM disk, click on the VFW folder, and select setup. Follow on-screen directions.

Installation:

USMC TWGSS/PGS Computers (Compaq & IDP) Windows 3.1:

1. If original AAR courseware is installed on computer:

a) Hookup external CD_ROM drive IAW HELP Booklet.

b) Insert new V4.0 CD-ROM into CD-ROM drive.

c) From Program Manager, select File and then Run.

d) Type in CD-ROM drive letter followed by Upgrade.exe (e.g., G:\Upgrade.exe.).

e) Click on OK and follow on-screen directions.

2. If original AAR courseware is not installed on computer:

a) Hookup external CD_ROM drive IAW HELP Booklet.

b) Insert new V4.0 CD-ROM into CD-ROM drive.

c) From Program Manager, select File and then Run.

d) Type in CD-ROM drive letter followed by Setup.exe (e.g., G:\Setup.exe.).

e) Click on OK and follow on-screen directions.

Other Computers:

Windows 3.1 – Click on the Remove AAR Courseware Icon. If the icon has been removed, do the following: In File Manager, delete the directory C:\tpcrs; then, Run Setup.exe from the CD-ROM.

Windows 95 – Click on the Remove AAR Courseware Icon available on your start bar. If the icon is not present then do the following: In the Control Panel select Add/Remove software; remove AAR Courseware; then, Run Setup.exe from the CD-ROM.

Note:  This is a manual installation.  Which means you are going to perform the installation from your hard drive verses the CD ROM.  Therefore you must build a mirror image of the CD ROM contents on your hard drive.   It is important to copy the right files to the specified subdirectory VFW. 

1. Create a subdirectory before down loading the “AARCOURSE.ZIP” file under the C drive called VFW.

2. Down load the “AARCOURSE.ZIP” file to the VFW subdirectory. 

3. Explode the “AARCOURSE.ZIP” file under the VFW subdirectory.

4. Copy the “UPGRADE.EXE” file from C:/VFW to the C root drive.

5. Copy the “INSTALL.EXE file from C:/VFW to the C root drive. 

6. If you currently are running the AAR Courseware and only require the latest upgrade then execute the “UPGRADE.EXE” file.  

f)  From Program Manager, select File and then Run.

g) Type in C:Upgrade.exe 

h) Click on OK and follow on-screen directions.

7. If you currently not running the AAR Courseware and only require the latest upgrade then execute the “INSTALL.EXE” file.    

f) From Program Manager, select File and then Run.

g) Type in C:Setup.exe (e.g., G:\Setup.exe.).

h) Click on OK and follow on-screen directions.
